Sea School
was for the best recruits in each platoon, and
every ship was better for having Marines aboard.
Ask any retired admiral or Navy captain, you'll get
your answer.  Marines brought discipline and
example to the ship and the ship’s company.
They brought “spit and polish” and tailored
uniforms. They were a force for good in the ship
they served.

Tradition is easy to get rid of, but when it's gone
there is a void. It took many of the 200 plus years
to build our seagoing reputation and tradition—
now eliminated with the mere stroke of a pen.

So good-bye to the seagoing Marine, once on
recruiting posters, respected wherever our flag
flew.

Wayne was one of a small group
chosen nationwide to go on this trip. He is pictured
with other Young Marines posing with American flag
that Wayne brought with him and they are in front of
the Iwo Jima Marine Corps Monument marking where
the famous flag-raising took place.

During May 1940, the German Army had such
success with the use of parachutists, overwhelming
Holland, Belgium and Luxembourg in just a few
hours; it caused Armed Forces around the world to
take stock of the role of parachutists in modern war.

The widely publicized coup in the Low Countries
caused the Marine Corps in October 1940 to prepare
plans for the employment of

parachute troops. Small -

groups of volunteers e
began training at San
Diego, California and

later at Quantico, £ 52 W AL o3

Virginia. Another
school was started at
Lakehurst, New Jersey
and Navy blimps were
used for parachute
jumps.

After training, most

parachutists were used

in combat as a unit in

infantry roles due to

conditions of island

warfare. Parachuting

had been ruled impractical in the Pacific Ocean area
of island warfare.

The final reevaluation of the parachute program
began in August 1943. It was stated that there were
too few transport planes for a regiment to jump into
combat, which was its only reason for existence —
Marine Parachute units in World War Il never jumped
in combat.

Another reason was that the Marine Corps did not
want “elite” units within the Corps which was, itself,
considered an elite organization. The Parachute
Regiment officially furled its colors 29" February
1944.

Three former Parachutists would participate in the
Famous Flags raising on lwo Jima, 23" February
1945. Sergeant Henry O. Hanson helped place the
first flag. Corporal Ira Hayes and Harlon H. Block
were among the group in Joe Rosenthal's famous
second flag raising.

Henry O. Hanson....K.L.A..... 29" Feb. 1945
Harlon H. Block....K.l.A...1%" March 1945
Ira Hayes...Survivor...Died....24th January 1955

IWO JIMA was assaulted 19" February 1945 and
was secured after 36 days of battle.
